National Park Service rangers will introduce you
to some famous and not-so-famous heroes that have made a difference in our
community, country, and world. Fulfills requirements 2, 3, and 4.

Reservations for Tiger Cubs, Cub Scouts and Webelos are taken year round.
Approximately 50 minutes in length, each program highlights a different,
age-appropriate theme. A one-month advance reservation is required.
Minimum of six scouts required (max 30). Groups with less than the minimum
may be placed with another group, if available.
